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High Visibility Materials 

Distribution Policy
· Only requests received “rsaorders” link on RSA website will be considered.  See following link:  http://www.rsa.ie/en/RSA/Road-Safety/Orders-online/Orders-online/ 
· Vests will not be given to those persons who would sell them on for a profit eg TY mini companies, ADI’s, businesses selling emergency packs etc. 
· No garments/or other RSA property may be released from the RSA’s storage facility without applying the normal approval processes. Eg If anyone arrives to the warehouse and asks for stock, they must first process an order on the system and have it approved. 
· Companies and for profit clubs (e.g. weight watchers, Unislim, Operation Transformation Classes, fitness classes) will only be provided with garments/items on foot of payment – see table below. Encourage people to apply themselves online. Only people who really need one will do this. 
· If high vis garments are required for a large sporting or charitable event (e.g. Flora mini marathon) agreement will need to be approved in advance by the Director of RSDE.
· People eligible for materials Free of Charge
RSPO’s will consider the distribution (free of charge) of High-Visibility or other RSA resources in sufficient quantities to cover the needs of:
a. a family (as defined by the RSPO), 

b. a classroom requirement (as defined by the RSPO), (primary, secondary, third level, community)

c. pre-school (following recommendation to take part in training for “Simon and Friends” resource or Beep Beep Day if they haven’t already done so)

d. Ambulance service

e. Sporting organisations (not for profit).  (No more than 100 FOC)
f. Certain sporting events (community/family sports days, operation transformation, football teams etc) (No more than 100 FOC)
g. Not for profit agencies i.e. MABs

· An Garda Síochána – orders must be on an event or campaign basis to avoid stockpiling.   For distribution through garda stations/traffic corps for road safety bursts no more than 500 items should be supplied at any given time. Approver discretion needs to be used for orders for school visits as we already visit schools and we already deliver back to school packs to schools. 
· Charitable events – High vis items to be distributed on condition that the recommendations outlined in “Road Safety Information for Charitable Events on Public Roads” booklet are adhered to. Please include this in the order. For a larger event e,g. more than 1,000 participants, commitment must be received from the organisers that a road safety plan has been put in place.
· Local Authority RSO (Road Safety Officer).  Orders must be on an event or campaign basis to avoid stockpiling.
