* As of 31 December 2023, there have been 177 fatal collisions, which have resulted in 188
fatalities on Irish roads.

« This represents 28 more fatal collisions and 33 more deaths (+21%) compared to provisional
Garda data for 2022.

 Fatalities are highest since 2014 when there were 192 fatalities.

 Of fatalities 57% were injured in a single vehicle collision, compared to 52% of fatalities in
2022.*

» Seven fatal collisions resulted in more than one death: four
collisions resulted in 2 fatalities, two collisions resulted in 3
fatalities, and one collision resulted in 4 fatalities.
